• OSBA Annual Meeting – Fellowship, educational speaker, voting privileges and input
from the membership.  Make plans to attend the 2023 Annual meeting on February 18,
2023, Der Dutchman in Plain City, OH.  More details forthcoming!

• Ohio Beef Expo – Opportunity to market your cattle at the premier beef expo in the
country and an opportunity to strengthen the Shorthorn presence in Ohio through our
booth and sale.

• Junior Preview Show – Focus on youth activities and preparation for the Junior
Nationals.

• Shorthorn Junior Nationals – Our Junior Association has been the premier state at this
event several times in recent years competing not only in showing cattle but overall youth
development contests such as public speaking, marketing, creative arts, salesmanship,
etc.

• Ohio State Fair – Strong presence of Shorthorn and Shorthorn Plus cattle and display of
association booth.

• Summer Picnic – Chance for camaraderie and fellowship at members’ farms across the
state and presentation of OSBA Lifetime Achievement Award.

• Farm Science Review –Live cattle exhibit to the 115,000 attendees and increase the
awareness of the breed, engage producers, and promote association sponsored and
member cattle sales.

• Fall Showcase Sale - Marketing opportunities for members – 2022 sale was tremendous
success with gross sales of $135,500, 42 live lots sold to Indiana, Pennsylvania, Ohio,
Canada, Kentucky and West Virginia with an average of $3,035.

• Shorthorn Country Herd Sire Issue – National exposure and listing of all Ohio
members.

• Ohio Cattlemen’s Magazine Advertising – Consistent Shorthorn presence among OCA
members.

• OSBA Annual Membership Directory – Breeder and industry advertising in directory
promoting our members. Broad distribution includes Ohio Beef Expo, Ohio State Fair,
Farm Science Review, shorthorn sales, feed stores, field days.

• Buckeye Breeder Series – Through the OCA BEST Series, promotes purchases from
Ohio Shorthorn Breeders and youth are eligible to win additional premiums.
